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FITTING PROCEDURE

1. Remove original stone shields from vehicle.
Insert 3 x @ M8 cage nuts to rear of supplied
front panel as shown.

2. Trim plastic air dam using an air saw / knife.

Measure 20 mm up from corner and 80 mm
— back. Mark a cut line between the points as
shown.

NOTE:

Installation of the front panel may require
additional material removed.

If required, cut additional material in small
increments until a clearance of 10 mm is
achieved between the air dam and the
front panel.

If recovery point is fitted skip to next step.

3. Place @35 mm x @ 12 mm x 10 mm washer
spacer as shown.

4. Place panel up to vehicle and secure to
original points in chassis using @ M10 SEMS
bolt on the lower RH side and an @ M10 x 45
mm bolt, spring & flat washer on the lower LH
side.

NOTE: Leave finger tight.

When vehicle is equipped with an original
vehicle bumper;

5. Place 2 x spacer washers provided between
the vehicle and the UVP.

6. Secure front of panel using 2 x @ M10 x 45
mm bolt, spring & flat washer.

NOTE: Leave finger tight.
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FITTING PROCEDURE

When vehicle is equipped with a bullbar;

7.  Secure front of panel using 2 x @ M10 mm x
45 mm bolt, spring & flat washer.

NOTE: Leave finger tight.

If recovery point is fitted, skip to next step.
8. Place two 6 mm plate spacers on the sump
panel as shown.

9. Lift sump panel into position and secure to

chassis cross member using @ M10 SEMS
bolt on the RH side, Place @ M10 x 45 mm

bolt, flat & spring washer for the middle and
LH side. On the LH side only, insert cage nut
plate and @ M10 cage nut.

Important:

If recovery point is fitted, retain recovery
point cage nut plate for fitment.

LH SIDE CAGE NUT PLATE

Insert cage nut plate from access hole in top
of cross member.

NOTE: Leave finger tight.

10. Secure sump panel to front panel using 3 x @
M8 x 25 bolts, @ M8 spring washers and @
M8 flat washers.

NOTE: Leave finger tight.

11. Fit transmission mount to transmission cross
member using 2 X @ M10 SEMS bolts, @ M10
cage nut and cage nut plate. It is only the RH
side that needs a cage nut plate. Make sure
slotted mounting points face rearwards.

12. Tighten mounting plate fasteners to
prescribed torque settings now.

[q44 Nm.
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FITTING PROCEDURE

13. With the help of another person or a jack lift
the transmission panel into place and secure
the front section using 3 x @ M8 x 25 bolts,
spring washer, flat washers and flange nuts.

NOTE: Leave finger tight.

14. Secure rear of transmission panel using 2 x @
M10 SEMS bolts and @ M10 flange nuts.

15. Once done, tighten ALL bolts to prescribed
torque;

M8 fasteners; [U] 22 Nm.

M10 fasteners; [UJ 44 Nm.

16. Remove and discard OEM shield from
transfer case.

17. Remove four bolts from rear of transfer case
as shown. A drip tray should not be needed
but may be wise to have. Place transfer panel
up to case and secure using bolts removed.

18. Torque to vehicle manufactures specification.
